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REGULATIONS AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR INSTALLING THE OFFICE FURNITURE

= The furniture is exclusively for internal use.

= Open the packaging carefully. The furniture must only be assembled by specialized staff using suitable equipment.

Ensure the furniture is perfectly assembled by scrupulously following the assembly scheme.

Ensure all the screws are firmly tightened before using the furniture pieces

= Two keys are supplied for each lock, one of which is a folding one — we recommend keeping them in separate places.

Lift the units carefully and place them securely on a whole side, never on a single corner.

In the event the furniture needs moving, dismantle it beforehand and then reassemble it in the new position.

Dispose of all packaging solely through the authorized waste disposal dumps.

Do not leave the material lying around in the environment.

= Any changes or divisions that are made to the furniture without prior authorization from the manufacturer could seriously compromise the long-life,
stability, safety and appearance, and involve the immediate cancellation of any sort of warranty.

Units that are manufactured and delivered at different times could have differences in shade or gloss, and these factors are implicitly accepted when
the purchase order is placed.
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SAFETY REGULATIONS

Place the units on a perfectly flat and stable surface suitably large and strong enough for the weight; leave sufficient space around them for safety
reasons.

Do not place the units on sloping, unstable, weak surfaces or near to steps. Pay even greater attention to this if the units are mounted on casters.
Check that the units are not exposed to electricity, heating and cooling equipment, flowing water or other liquids.

The power leads and other equipment that can be installed in the units must be correctly dimensioned and respond to current safety regulations in
force, and only be installed by a specialized technician.

Store the furniture in a dry place. Do not place the furniture near windows.

Do not pour water or other liquids onto the furniture.

Do not light any flames near to the furniture.

Do not scratch the surfaces or edges.

Do not knock the furniture against other items or other units.

Do not physically bang into the furniture.

Do not drag the furniture along.

Loads must not be placed on the furniture that exceed the tested levels, which can be obtained from the manufacture on request.

Do not sit, lean or stand on the furniture or the glass desktops. Pay even greater attention to this if the units are mounted on casters, are hooked
extensions or jutting attachments.

Do not place any unsuitable items on top of the furniture, or items without protective felting on the bottom.
Do not leave the doors and drawers open.

Do not enter the drawers or moving parts (doors, runners, sliding parts, shutters) with any parts of your body.
Ensure the caster brakes are on before using the units on casters.

Do not submit the casters or moving parts to incorrect movements or impact.

Do not fill the drawers and filing drawers above their tested capacity levels, which can be obtained from the manufacturer on request.
Units with filing drawers have anti-tilt devices fitted.

The filing units have simultaneous central locks for all the filing drawers.

Lock the drawers before moving the pedestals.

Never open more than one drawer at a time.

Use the handles to open the doors and drawers. Open the filing drawers using both the handles together.

Do not place your fingers inside the handles.

Check you are in a safe position before opening the doors and drawers. Always close the doors and drawers before moving into a position that may
not be safe.

Unlock the doors and drawers before trying to open them.

Do not try to force the doors beyond the angle allowed by the hinges.

Do not hang anything on the doors and drawers.

Do not break the glass doors.

Do not use the furniture piece for any other use than that for which it was designed and manufactured.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

= Only use little water and a drop of mild detergent (do not use abrasive cleaners).

= Do not use solvents, abrasive or harsh detergents, which could damage the furniture.
= Do not pour the detergent directly onto the furniture but onto a soft cloth.

= Do not leave the furniture damp, but dry it immediately after cleaning.
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Technical data sheet

The “TIPER” o  ce furniture has a wide range of desks with an aluminum structure, with a large central crosspiece and two di ernt types of aluminum legs (GLAT)
and (GSTN) which are joined to the crosspiece, and a set of supports for xing to the top.

STRUCTURE

Crosspieces: Square extruded aluminum section measuring 65 x 65 mm, with oxidized nish. There are grooves at the side for xing the legs and the support brackets
for the tops, while the ends are closed by semi-transparent plastic plugs.

Top supporting brackets: Die-cast aluminum brackets with sandblasted nish, used to join the tops to the crosspiece. The bracket and crosspiece are joined by special
zama nuts, which are tted in the side grooves on the crosspiece using a special spanner and M6 screws. Various size brackets are available depending on the depth of
the top.

Side leg (GLAT con guration): Die-cast aluminum, powder coated in silky aluminum nish (AS). The top of the leg is screwed to the joining brackets in die-cast alumi-
num with sandblasted nish, which with its nuts and screws is  xed to the beam. The leg has a set of semi-transparent adjustable feet for perfect alignment of the
desktop, with a soft plastic pad to protect any delicate ooring. The desk is adjusted by a turned steel knob, with knurled surface, which can be turned in a clockwise or
counter-clockwise direction to align the desk with the oor.

Other con gurations are possible with the tops of the legs joined to the crosspiece by a special die-cast aluminum bracket with sandblasted nish. The same bracket
is used for joining the crosspieces in line.

Standard leg (GSTN con guration): This is made by assembling a die-cast aluminum foot with sandblasted nish to a vertical extruded aluminum element, with the
same section as the crosspiece. The leg has a set of semi-transparent adjustable feet for perfect alignment of the desktop, with a soft plastic pad to protect delicate
ooring. The desk is adjusted by a turned steel knob, with knurled surface, which can be turned in a clockwise or counter-clockwise direction to align the desk with the
oor. A die-cast aluminum support with sandblasted nish is used for hooking the leg to the crosspiece with its nuts and screws. The standard leg can be supplied with
an extruded, anodized aluminum vertical duct, which can be opened, to hold electric wiring.

DESKTOPS

Melamine tops: 28 mm thick rectangular tops, made from particleboard foiled with melamine resins in the plain colors of ice grey (MEGT), magnolia (MEMO), matt
white (MKBI) and black (MKNE) or wood pattern melamine in the nishes beech (MFFA), light ash (MFFR), wenge (MFWE), oak (MFRO), blonde walnut (MFNN) and Ameri-
can walnut (MFNT). The desktop measurements are 80x80, 100x80, 120x80, 140x80, 160x80, 180x80, 200x80 and 200x100. All tops are nished with 2 mm thick
ABS edging in the same nish as the top. A set of metal inserts allows xing the supporting brackets for the tops. Top extensions are also available measuring 80x62,
100x62 and 120x62 cm.

Lacquered tops: 25 mm thick rectangular MDF tops, with shaped long sides, lacquered in the colors white (LABI) and black (LANE). The top measurements are: 120x80,
140x80, 160x80, 180x80 and 200x 80.

Glass tops: 12 mm thick. Available in clear glass (VTOO), etched (OCOC) or painted white (VVBI) and black (VSNE). Bevelled and polished edges. A set of sandblasted,
anodized aluminum studs are glued underneath the tops for connection to the structure.

PEDESTALS

Metal pedestal with ABS top and fronts, on casters: Formed of a molded, framed metal plate structure with fully rounded edges, with the top and fronts in molded
anthracite ABS. The pedestals are 57 cm deep, with the structure epoxy powder coated in silky aluminum nish (AS). Models are available on casters with three draw-
ers, or with one drawer, one ling drawer and a stationery drawer in molded plastic, or suspended with two drawers, or with ling cabinet and stationery drawer for
both versions.

All drawers are in plastic on roller runners with anticorrosion treatment. The ling drawer is tted on fully extractable runners and has a height adjustable basket for
suspended lesanda fth caster.

Yale type numbered central lock for all drawers and antitilt device. Pedestalsare tted with 3.6 cm diameter casters screwed to the glavanized ribbed plate base.

Mixed metal and melamine pedestal on casters: Formed of a metal structure epoxy powder coated in silky aluminum nish (AS), with the top and fronts in melamine
in the wood patterns beech (MFFA), light ash (MFFR), wengé (MFWE), oak (MFRO), blonde walnut (MFNN) and American walnut (MFNT) or in plain colors ice grey
(MEGT), magnolia (MEMO), matt white (MKBI) and black (MKNE).

All drawers are in metal powder coated black, on roller runners with anticorrosion treatment on casters. Yale type numbered central lock for all drawers and articulated
key grip. Arch shaped handle with round metal 10 mm diameter pro le measuring 256 mm long.

The pedestal with ling drawer has a fth caster tted standard and a pair of supports for 33 cm hanging les.
Metal pedestals on casters: Formed of a metal structure epoxy powder coated in the nishes silky aluminum (AS), white (BI) and black (NE).

Pedestals are tted with casters and have three drawers on roller runners with anticorrosion treatment, or with one drawer plusa ling drawer. The ling draweris t-
ted on fully extractable runners with anticorrosion treatment and contains a metal basket for suspended 33 cm les. All drawers are metal, powder coated in black. Yale
type numbered central lock for all drawers and articulated key grip. The drawers can be opened on both sides, using the side shift on the drawer front.

The pedestal with ling drawer has a fth caster tted standard.
